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Heraldry and Shields 

Family Activities  

 
Overview:  
Visitors of all ages love making shields and designing their own Coat of 
Arms. Encourage them to think about what is important to them and 
consult the guide to create a Coat of Arms and motto that truly represents 
their values.  
 
Activity 1: Design your own coat of arms (Low Cost/ Low Effort) 

Overview: Visitors discover the symbolism behind heraldry and use the guide and 
template to design their own Coats of Arms. They can draw their own symbols or cut 
and stick the heraldic icons.  

Age range: 4+ (Be aware that young children can choke on small objects and so should 
be closely supervised).  

Materials:  

• Heraldic Icons document- these are stock images found on Word, and you can 
print out more of your own! Click on ‘Insert’ and then ‘Icons’.  

• Scissors 
• Glue sticks 
• Coat of Arms Template 
• Pencils 
• Colouring pens/pencils 

Activity 2: Make your own shield (Low Cost/ Medium Effort) 

Overview: Use coloured paper, cardboard and tape to make your very own shield.  

Age range: 4+ (Be aware that young children can choke on small objects and so should 
be closely supervised). 

Materials:  

• Coloured paper 
• Cardboard 
• Marker pen 
• Scissors 
• Masking tape 
• Ruler  
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Step 1: Draw the outline of a shield in marker pen on a thick piece of cardboard and a 
piece of coloured paper and cut them out. Stick the coloured paper to the cardboard.  

Step 2: If you wish, you can use masking tape to mark out shapes on the shield. Check 
out the ‘Churches Conservation Trust Guide to Heraldry’ for examples of Heraldic 
Ordinaries.  

Step 3: Create a design on the shield. You can cut and stick icons from the Heraldic 
Icons or draw your own. If you have other arts and crafts materials (stickers, glitter etc) 
you can leave these out for visitors to add.  

Step 4: Make arm staps by cutting out two strips of cardboard about 22cm x 9cm. Tape 
one end of one strip to the back of the shield and bend it so it makes a loop which you 
can put your arm through, then tape the other end down. Do the same with the other 
strip to make two arm straps.  

 

Activity 3: Heraldic Creatures Colouring Page (Low Cost/ Low Effort)  

Overview: Visitors learn the meaning of common Heraldic creatures and colour them in.

Coats of arms or Heraldry is the name for the colourful decorations and
symbols families use to represent themselves. During battle or jousting
tournaments, knights wore helmets that covered their faces. The coats

of arms on their shields and armour showed people who they fought for. 

Griffin: Valour and Courage

Dragon: Defender of treasure

Unicorn: Virtue and strength

We’ve put together this guide to help you explore the Heraldry 
found in our buildings and design your own! Coats of Arms are a 
way of representing a family’s values through colours, symbols 
and images. However, the same symbol may have different 
meanings on different coats of arms. For example, the Lion 
signifies strength and bravery as well as England.  

Colour Heraldic Name Meaning 
Gold/ Yellow Or Generosity and elevation of mind 
Silver/ White Argent Peace and Sincerity 
Red Gules Warrior and military strength 
Blue Azure Truth, loyalty and faith 
Green Vert Hope and joy 
Black Sable Consistency or grief 
Purple Purpure Royalty and justice 
Orange Tawny Ambition

This is the British Royal Arms In the four sections of the shield 
are the Royal emblems of England (three lions), Scotland (single 
lion) and Ireland (harp). The special position of Wales as a 
Principality meant that it was not included in the Royal Arms. 
Instead, the Prince of Wales has a separate coat of arms which 
includes the arms of Wales at its centre. 

On each side, the two supporters holding the coat of arms 
represent England (the lion) and Scotland (the unicorn). The 
plants of the United Kingdom are also often included under the

shield. If you look carefully, you should be able to spot the English 
rose, Scottish thistle, Welsh leek and Irish shamrock. 

There are two mottos on the royal coat of arms.  The one 
surrounding the shield in the middle is written in Latin and means 
‘Evil to him who evil thinks’. It represents the Order of the Garter, 
an ancient order of knights who are chosen by the reigning 
monarch. The second motto is written in French at the bottom of 
the coat of arms, it means ‘God and my right’. This is the motto of 
the monarch and is a reference to the idea that kings and queens 
have a divine (God given) right to rule. 

Examples of symbols on heraldry and their meanings:  

Acorn: Ancient history and strength. 

Anchor: Hope, faith in God.  

Angel: Dignity, glory, and honour; bearer of joyful news. 

Ant: Great labour, wisdom. 

Antlers: Strength and fortitude. 

Apple: Felicity and peace. 

Arrow: Readiness (for battle)  

Bat: Awareness of the powers of darkness and chaos. 

Bay Leaves: Poet or victory. 

Bear: Strength, cunning, ferocity.  

Beaver: Industry and perseverance. 

Bee: Efficiency and diligence. 

Bells: Power to disperse evil. 

Berries: Freedom and peace. 

Boar: Bravery; fights to the death. 

Book: learning and knowledge. 



 

 

Castle (Tower, Chateau): Safety; the home. 

Cat: Liberty, vigilance and courage. 

Centaur: Eminence in the field of battle.  

Cherub: Innocence, bearer of joyful news. 

Chess rook: Strategic thinking. 

Clock Tower: Integrity. 

Clouds: Mystery.  

Crab: Strength and power. 

Crow: Strategist in battle; watchful for friends. 

Crown/coronet: Royal or authority. 

Dagger: Justice and/or military honour. 

Deer: One who will not fight unless provoked; peace and harmony. 

Dog: Courage, vigilance, and loyalty. 

Dolphin: Swiftness, diligence, salvation, charity, and love. 

Dove: Love and peace; the Holy Spirit;  

Dragon: Valiant defender of treasure; valour and protection. 

Drum: Ready for war. 

Duck: Person of many resources. 

Eagle: Person of noble nature, strength, bravery, and alertness; leadership; 

or one who is high-spirited, ingenious, quick-witted, and judicious. 

Elephant: Great strength, wit, longevity, happiness, royalty, good luck, and 

ambition. 

Estoile (star with six/eight wavy points): Celestial goodness; noble 

person. 

Farm Tools: Labouring in the earth  

Falcon (Hawk): One who does not rest until objective is achieved.  

Feathers: (usually ostrich feathers) Sign of obedience to nobility. 



 

 

Fish: A true, generous mind.  

Flames: Zealousness; passion. 

Fleur-de-lis: Purity; light; floral badge of France;  

Flowers: Hope and joy. 

Fountain: Represents water, the source of life, a spring. 

Fox: One who will use all their wisdom and wit in their defence. 

Fruit: Luck and peace. 

Globe: Worldliness; world travel. 

Goat: One who wins through politics rather than war. 

Griffin: (Head, wings, and talons of an eagle with the body of a lion): Valour 

and death-defying bravery; vigilance; courage. 

Hand: Pledge of faith and justice. Two hands conjoined represent union 

and alliance. 

Hands holding heart: Kindness; compassion. 

Hare: One who enjoys a peaceable life. 

Heart (Flaming): Intense, burning affection. 

Heart (Human): Charity and sincerity. 

Horse: Readiness for king and country. 

Horseshoe: Good luck and safety from evil spirits. 

Hydra (dragon with seven heads): Conquest of a very powerful enemy. 

Jaguar: Power, ferocity, and valour; the power to face one’s fears. 

Keys: Guardianship. 

Lantern: One who is watchful 

Lamb: Gentleness and patience under suffering. 

Letters (ABC…): May represent great battles or tournaments beginning 

with that letter. 

Lightning Bolt: Swiftness and power; spiritual enlightenment. 



 

 

Lily of the Valley: Purity, happiness, luck, and humility. 

Lion: Dauntless courage; integrity; Bravery, strength, ferocity.  

Mermaid: Eloquence. 

Moon: Serene power  

Musical Pipes: Festivity and rejoicing. 

Oak Tree, Leaves, Bush: Great age and strength. 

Olive Branch or Leaves: Peace. 

Otter: One who lives life to the fullest. 

Owl: One who is vigilant and has wit and wisdom. 

Parchment/Scroll/Diploma: Academic or scholarly achievement. 

Peacock: Beauty and knowledge; resurrection and immortality. 

Pegasus: Poetic genius and inspiration.  

Pen: Art of writing and power of education.  

Rainbow: Good times after bad. 

Ram: Authority. 

Ring: Loyalty; commitment.Bra 

Scales: Justice. 

Sea horse: Power of the water. 

Sea lion/Seal: Courage at sea. 

Snake/Lizard/Adder: Wisdom. 

Snail: Deliberation and perseverance. 

Sphinx: Omniscience and secrecy. 

Spider: Wisdom, labour, and prudence. 

Squirrel: Lover of the woods. 

Star (estoile): Celestial goodness; leadership; service; noble person. 

Stool/ Chair: Hospitality. 

Stone: Vigilance. 



 

 

Sun: Glory and splendour; fountain of life; intelligence, innovation, 

creativity, and enlightenment. 

Swallow: One who is prompt and ready; also bringer of good news. 

Swan: Poetic harmony and learning, or love and compassion. 

Sword: Justice and/or military honour. 

Tiger: Fierceness and valour; dangerous if provoked 

Tree: Life and the connection of the earth with heaven. 

Tree Trunk/Stump/Branch: New life sprouting from the old. 

Tressure: Preservation or protection. (Prominent in the arms of Scotland.) 

Trident: Maritime dominion. 

Trumpet: Ready for war. 

Unicorn: Extreme courage; virtue and strength; also Scotland. 

Vine: Strong and lasting friendship. 

Walnut leaves: Hope and joy. 

Wheel: Fortune; cycle of life. 

Wings: Swiftness and protection. 

Wolf: Reward from perseverance in long sieges and/or hard industry. 

Wyvern/wivern (Dragon with only two legs and armed tail): Valour and 

protection.
